General Information and Rules Regarding Rewards
As you may know, we award the children stickers or marks based on their performance in the classroom. At the end of the trimester the marks are counted and prizes are given for those who get the most marks in each category. This gives ample opportunity for all of the children to win a prize since all can tie for first place in one or more of the categories. There is also a grand prize for those who get the most marks in all three categories. In doing this we are following the example Jesus gives us in the Bible where He explains that we will receive a heavenly reward based upon our obedience and actions. (1 Cor. 3:8, 1 Cor. 3:14, Col. 3:23-24, Matt: 25:14-30, Mark 4:13-25, Isa. 40:10) New students who enter the Sunday School after the trimester has begun will be required to memorize only those verses given for the time they have attended. Those students will be awarded according to the percentage of stickers/marks received for that time.

The first mark is for memorizing the verse they were given for that week. The second mark is for attendance, bringing their Bible to class, and doing their class work. The third mark is for their behavior during class. As to behavior, the children are given a warning before they lose their behavior sticker for the day unless the behavior is so outrageous that no warning is necessary (for example: standing on the table, using inappropriate language, being disrespectful, etc.) The marks are posted in the classroom. If a parent wishes to see how his/her children are progressing or how they are behaving we invite them to check the award poster. This is our way of keeping the children and their parents or guardians informed. If a parent or guardian has any questions as to the progress of their children please ask the teacher assigned for that day or if the question is more general please see Karen Molina.

If a child has an excused absence (i.e., illness, vacation) and they can recite from memory the verses they were absent for, they will be given the mark for the verses and for behavior. They will also receive their sticker for attendance, bringing their Bible, and class work.

The verses the Sunday School children will be learning this trimester are listed on a separate sheet by age group. Each week the children will be responsible for memorizing a verse. They are listed in order by week. The verse sheet has two columns with dates. The left column is the date the verse is taught in class. The right column is the date which the verse will be recited in class. As to which version of the Bible to use, we prefer the children memorize the verses as listed on the Memory Verse Sheet so they can recite them in unison. We chose the versions with the easier to understand language.

Children must be ready to recite their verses when they enter church. They will not be allowed to memorize the verses during class.

We encourage all parents/caregivers to bring their children to Sunday School every week, to help the children memorize their verses, bring their Bibles and make them accountable for their behavior. We would love to see all of them receive the highest prize for their accomplishments in the Sunday School but it is difficult for the children to do it on their own. We would also like to encourage you to ask your children what they learned in class and to read the Bible and pray with them daily.
