The Case of the Closet Christian

Dear Parent,

In this day and age where so many “things” are coming out of the closet, we want to encourage the closet Christians among us to do so without fear and with lots of gusto! To that aim, this semester the students will be analyzing the life of Chris the Closet Christian. 
The 4-6 age group will be studying the Case of Chris the Closet Christian from the perspective of detectives. They will be taught that it shouldn’t require a detective to “figure out” if someone is a Christian. The Bible tells us that our fruit or evidence should be observable. If you need a magnifying glass, you’re in trouble!

The 7-9 and 10-12 age groups will be looking at Chris from an evidentiary (legal case type) angle. This is based on the old saying, “If you were accused of being a Christian, would there be enough evidence to convict you?” Jesus was the first one on trial and so it has continued through Stephen and on through the centuries.

Kids at these vulnerable ages must know that friendship and fellowship with the world does not lead to life. They also need to know that they should be a good testimony of Christ to others.

Throughout the semester, the students will be presented with scenarios that offer a glimpse into a day in the life of Chris the Christian. In each class they will use the Word of God to determine whether Chris is demonstrating good, bad or no fruit. At the end of the semester, the students will conduct a trial or meeting (detectives) where they will decide whether there is evidence to convict (in a good way) or clues to prove whether Chris is indeed a Christian. Based on the scenarios the students will end up with a “hung jury” or “inconclusive evidence”. In other words, Chris may be a Christian, but we aren’t really sure.

We want the kids to know that we don’t want a “maybe” hanging over our heads. We desire to be known as Christians! We don’t want Jesus to think for a moment that we are ashamed. We are called to be salt and light while being loving and Christlike. 
Kids must know that Jesus calls us to bear fruit for the Kingdom. Our desire and earnest hope is that this semester the lights in our children’s lives shine brightly!
I pray that the children grasp this revelation at this tender age so that we may all eat the sweet fruit of it when they become teenagers!
On another note, please talk to your children about their Sunday School class and help them memorize their verses during the week. We cannot expect the kids to demonstrate interest if we don’t exhibit interest in what they are studying and the crafts the teachers are painstakingly sending home. Please get involved.
